G. Cantil-Sakauye, Chair of the Judicial Council of California, exercising the authority granted 

under Government Code section 68115, issued emergency orders ("Orders") authorizing the Court 

to take certain actions pursuant to Government Code section 68115. 

On July 29, 2020, upon further request made by the Court on July 23, 2020, Chief Justice 

Tani G. Cantil-Sakauye issued an additional emergency order authorizing the Court to take certain 

actions based on the determination that the conditions described in Government Code section 

68115(a) continue to exist. 

II I 

This Court HEREBY FINDS AND ORDERS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. In cases in which the original statutory deadline otherwise would expire from 

8/3/2020 to 9/30/2020, inclusive, the Court hereby extends the time period provided 

in section 1382 of the Penal Code for the holding of a criminal trial by 30 days, 

(Gov. Code,§ 68115(a)(10)).
