18 the time period provided in section 13 82 of the Penal Code for the holding of a criminal 

19 trial by not more than 30 days, (Gov. Code, § 68115(  a)(l O) ; Executive Order N-38-20 (03-

20 27-20).) 

21 The Court reserves the authority to rescind or modify this order, as appropriate, to address 

22 changing circumstances.
